The scale is from
1000-6000. Scaled scores are calculated using a mathematical formula that considers a
variety of factors, including the number and type of exam questions included in a specific
version of the exam. Because this combination may vary in different versions of the
same examination, scaled scores provide a fair score for everyone based on the version
of the exam taken.
